Preface
The International Mathematical Olympiad, known as IMO, is the world championship of secondary school mathematics for students under 20 years of age. IMO problems, based on secondary school mathematics topics in Number Theory, Algebra, Combinatorics and Geometry, selected after scrutinizing them extensively by team Leaders of all participating countries, created by diverse mathematicians all over the world, are beautiful, original and challenging. These problems have inspired young people to become mathematicians of world repute – some of them are winners of the Field’s medal, the highest honor in mathematics. The IMO is a very important annual event in mathematics – Korea issued a postage stamp to commemorate the event when it hosted the IMO in the year 2001. 
Though Sri Lanka has been participating in the IMO since 1995 our students in general are not aware of the IMO and IMO problems. Books on IMO are scarce in Sri Lanka and most of them cater to mathematically matured students. This book contains solutions to some of the IMO problems given by our students and students from other countries in the IMO. Also, it contains formal solutions given by the problem selection committee and experts. Based on my experience as the Deputy Leader in the IMO held in 1996 and as the Leader in the IMOs held since 2003 to date I have analyzed the weaknesses of our students at the IMO level. Our students are mathematically talented. But they don’t have opportunities to develop their mathematical talent. IMO topics are in general not included in our secondary school curriculum. Our students can develop their mathematical thinking by solving IMO problems. Also, they can learn what really mathematics is at the secondary level. Most of all the sheer beauty of the problems will make them appreciate finer things in life! This book just shows what IMO problems are like and the mathematics involved in the problems. It is hoped that the students will take a likening to IMO problems and explore them further.
I thank my colleagues Mr. M. H. K. M. Hameem and Mr. Anuradha Mahasinghe for their help in writing the book. I especially thank my colleague Mr. Kasun Tudugala and my student Mr. Supun Samarakoon for their help.
